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LARD 
World Trade and Production 
World production of l^d and unrendered hog fat (in terms of lard) in 1958 will "be slightly less than the 9*05 "billion pounds produced in 1957« The decrease is mainly a reflection of a 20 percent decrease in U.S. output. West Germany increased its production moderately -while in other major producers, such as France and the Netherlands, production remained steady. Cansuiian production increased moderately. 
The increased production in West Germany resulted in a 20 percent decrease in German imports.   Prance and the Netherlands increased their share of the United Kingdom's lard imports. 
U.S. Production and Trade 
With lower hog slaughter and lard yield per hog, domestic production in 1958 is estimated at 2.k-7 "billion pounds, a slight decrease frcm 1957« Domestic utilization of lard in shortening, which has become increasingly important in recent years, wi3JL depend upon the price relationship "between lard and soy"bean oil.   The United States is the largest producer and exporter of lard. 
In recent years, U.S. exports have constituted about three-fourths of the world lard trade.   In 1958, the U.S. share is expected to decrease to 65 percent of the world market.   At present, Cuba is the most important dollar market for U.S. lard.   U.S. exports to this market are expected to total almost 185 million pounds, compared with 179 million in 1957*   In JanuarySeptember 1958 approximately ^9 percent of U.S. lard exports went to Cuba, compared with 35 percent in January-September 1957
During the first 9 months of I958 shipments to the United Kingdom and West Germany, other major U.S. lard markets, declined substantially.   There have been no shipments of lard to Yiagoslavia under Public Law ^4-80 programs this year. 
Due to strong price competition from European lard, the U.S. share of the United Kingdom market declined from 65 percent in 1957 to 53 percent during the first 9 months of I958. 
Vhereaa reduced domestic production of lard in Mexico resulted in increased imports from the United States, Brazil, with a 7 percent increase in production, has sharply decreased its lard iiaports from the United States. Competitive fats and oils (mainly vegetable oils) continue to be a strong factor in the U.S. lard trade in foreign markets. 
Outlook 
World lard production in I959 will increase slightly, mainly because of a 10 percent increase in U.S. production.   U.S. exports are expected to rise 
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in 1959 because of increased availability and lower prices.   In I96O, a further increase in U.S. lard output is expected, following a rise in 1959 hog production.   Again, lower prices of U.S. lard shoiild enco\irage increased exports in I960.

World Production and Trade 
World production of tallow and greases in 195^ is expected to be 6.25 billion pounds, a sligjit decrease from the 6,k^ billion in 1957*   The decrease resulted mainly from a drop in U.S. production.   Canada, Brazil, and Australia increased their production moderately. 
World exports of tallow and greases in 195^ sxe expected to total I.85 billion pounds or 5 percent tmder 1957•   U.S. exports are expected" to drop by 25 percent.   Other ma^or producing countries, such as Canada, New Zealand, said Australia probably will increase their exports somewhat, but not nearly enough to offset the U.S. decline. 
Imports into Japan from all sources declined in the first 9 months of 1958* Australia continues to press for a larger share of this market now largely held by the United States.   New Zeal and expects to increase its tallow trade with Japan as the result of a recent trade agreement with that country. 
U.S. Production and Trade 
The United States produces over half of the world *s tallow. During the past decade, production has trended upward with a tendency to level off in recent years. 
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U.S. use of inedible tallow and greases in soap making continues to fall. This is being offset some^v^t by a rise in the use of tallow in animal feeds and in making lubricants, plastics and synthetic rubber.   Tallow prices in the United States remained fairly stable during 1958* 
As a result of the drop in 195^ shipments, the U.S. share in the world*s tallow and greases market is expected to drop from 72 percent in 1957 to 57 percent in 1958.   Fbr the first 9 months of 1958, U.S. exports of tallow and greases were running about 25 percent below the same period in 1957* 
Specifically, shipments of greases to West Germany were off sharply, due to increased hog slaughter in that country.   The drop in shipments to European countries largely represents a basic decline in demand mostly due to displacement of tallow and greases in soap makirg.   Italy, however, was the exception and imports from the U.S. to that coimtry increased moderately. 
Outlook 
World tallow production in 1959 is expected to remain at 1958 levels. Grease production will rise in the Iftiited States as a result of increased hog slaughter, while U.S. tallow production will remain steady.   U.S. exports of tallow and greases in 1959 is expected to increase.   Competition from Australia and New Zealand will continue strong.
